Guidelines for Requesting Funding Support For Boy Scout Eagle Service Projects
Background:

· “… one other aspect of our youth programming is worthy of mention: our sponsorship of local Boy Scout units. In the United States, there are more than 300,000 boys who participate in Scouting under the auspices of the National Catholic Committee on Scouting, and 34,238 of them are members of 1,388 units that are sponsored by the Knights of Columbus.” [Report of the Supreme Knight, August 2008]
·  In 1923, the Knights of Columbus Supreme Council formally commended Scouting as "a fruitful activity for the Order.”  [National Catholic Committee on Scouting]

· The goal of the Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project is as follows: “While a Life Scout, plan, develop, and give leadership to others in a service project helpful to your religious institution, school, or your community”. [BSA Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project Workbook]
Goal:

· To further the Council goal of encouraging and supporting charitable service at St Veronica’s, the Council will provide financial support to Eagle Scout candidates performing service projects that benefit the parish. 
Purpose:
· To clearly communicate the process to be followed by Scouts requesting council funding.

Constraints:

· Candidate projects must clearly benefit St Veronica’s parish.

· Council funding can not be requested until after project plan approval by the pastor.
· Nominally, the council will include support for three projects per fraternal year in its annual budget.

· Nominally, requests from Scouts related to council members will be eligible for support up to $200 while requests from Scouts unrelated to any council member will be eligible for support up to $100.  
· Requests for funding must be personally presented by the Scout at a regular council business meeting.  Scouts should wear their full class A uniform, briefly describe their project, request a specific amount of funding, and explain the intended use of council funds.  
· Scheduling of a request presentation is the responsibility of the Scout in coordination with the council Youth Committee Chair who will consult with the Program Director (Deputy Grand Knight).
· The council will consider the funding request using normal procedures for motions.  Typically motions will be voted on at the same meeting as the request presentation.

· Disbursement of funds and submittal of receipts will be coordinated by the Youth Committee Chair.

· Scouts should provide the Council with follow-up communication regarding project completion for council publicity and record-keeping purposes.

· Deviations and exceptions to any of the above will be coordinated on a case-by-case basis with the Youth Committee Chair, Program Director (Deputy Grand Knight), and Grand Knight.
