In this course, the student will develop 
basic Biblical language skills. In addition this course will strongly focus on practical skills such as 
lesson preparation, activity development and student management. Students will be taught 
leadership, but will also be trained to be a team player and to be loyal to the pastor. As with all 
other four year courses of study, students will be instructed in every book of the Bible. Every 
student will have opportunity to do internship in a local church ministry. This course is offered to 
men only.
