Team Information 

****Please Note****
The Boys and Girls Club of Saint John is excited to be hosting this tournament for the 33rd year in a row.  We do however have concerns about the increasing level of “intensity” of some fans, spectators, staff/coaches and others associated with the teams.  With this in mind we are providing advance notice that any harassment, aggression, threats of violence, encouragement of violence or other behaviors deemed inappropriate for the Boys and Girls Club atmosphere will be dealt with immediately with ejection from the building and/or the involvement of local police.  This tournament has always been “intense” and as long as the intensity remains at an acceptable level, the tournament will continue with success.  We do, however, need everyone’s commitment to this, especially those who are acting as role models for our youth.  If you have any questions or concerns regarding this matter feel free to contact the program staff of the Saint John Boys and Girls Club at 634-2011.  

Notes of Interest:

1. The Saint John Club has a canteen and kitchen service that will be available during the tournament.  A wide variety of products including chips, milk, juice, snacks, etc are available.  Also available from the kitchen between 11:00am and 1:00 pm is a wide variety of lunch choices, (fries, chicken, pizza, onion rings, etc).

2. Roster, identification and payment must be made one week prior, March 2nd, 2012. 

3. Teams will not be assigned individual dressing rooms.  Out of town teams will be given a secure area for storage of overnight supplies but this area will be out of bounds during the tournament.  

4. Some of our building rules which should be noted, include:

A. Smoking, consuming alcohol or using illegal substances are prohibited in or around the outside of the building.
B. Foul language is prohibited.
C. Due to the fact that we have many small children who will also be using the building, running and playing hockey is not allowed in the hallways or rooms other than the gym.  This will help prevent injuries.
D. Vandalism/Damaging club property will result in ejection from the building.
E. Proper respect must be shown at all times to staff, volunteers, participants, fans, spectators, other team members, and the facility.  Club staff reserves the right to ask people to leave the premises if the situation warrants.

 March Break Ball Hockey Tournament Rules 2012

The cost of the tournament is $60.00/team or $85.00 for two teams. Receipts will be available upon request.

**Please remember that referees are amateurs and are not paid professionals.**

Rules are the same as official ball hockey rules with the following exceptions/additions:

**Fair play, sportsmanship and respect must be displayed at all times by players, coaches, officials, spectators and anyone associated with the teams.**
 
1. No off sides or icing.
2. Closed hand on ball results in a face-off,
3. No checking allowed, physical contact must be kept to a minimum.
4. High sticking (contacting a player over the shoulder) and all other stick infractions will result in a double minor penalty (4 minutes).  High sticking the ball over shoulder is a minor penalty (2 minutes)
5. Slap shots will be permitted from anywhere on the floor.
6. Chief Referees, Jack Robichaud or Trevor McKinney, will be responsible for all decisions, which will be final.
7. Any player receiving 3 minor penalties will be automatically ejected from the game.
8. No swearing allowed on the bench or floor by players, Coach, or anyone associated with the team.  Coaches are responsible for players/coaches behavior while on the bench.
9. FACE OFF RULE: Teams must line up for face offs within ten (10) seconds of the whistle or a delay of game penalty will be called.
10. If a player becomes involved in a fight during a game, he will be automatically ejected from that game with possible ejection from the tournament (referee’s discretion).  Third man in will automatically be ejected from the tournament.  Any player who leaves the bench during a fight will be automatically ejected from the tournament.  This rule will be strictly enforced.
11. Deliberately injuring a player will not be tolerated and will result in ejection from the tournament.  Attempts to injure a player will result in a minimum of a 5 minute penalty.  Examples of deliberate attempts to injure can include butt ending, hitting from behind, head-butting, kicking, boarding, checking, cross-checking, elbowing, kneeing, high sticking, hooking, holding, tripping, etc.
12. Unsportsmanlike conduct will result in a penalty ranging from a minor penalty to tournament ejection, depending on the behavior.  Examples of this include spitting, throwing equipment into the stands, swearing, taunting, showboating, obscene gestures, banging the bleachers, etc.
13. Shooting a ball out of play intentionally will result in a delay of game penalty.
14. Abuse of referees will not be tolerated.  Players will refrain from arguing with officials, swearing, using obscene gestures, showing disrespect, intentionally shooting the ball out of the reach of an official, threatening, insulting, taunting or otherwise abusing officials will result in tournament ejection.
15. Penalties will be called immediately during play.  No delayed calling of penalties.  A face off will take place where the play was stopped unless the stoppage occurred in the offending player’s attacking zone in which case the face off will take place in the neutral zone.
16. Only captains or assistant captains are allowed to discuss calls with the referee! 
**Any team or teams involved in a situation where players come on to the floor during a discussion/disagreement on the floor, the entire team will be ejected from the tournament. The only people allowed on the floor are the players who were on the floor when the discussion/disagreement began or a coach after being given permission by the referee. Anyone entering the playing surface without permission will automatically result in a team ejection. This rule refers to coaches, players, staff, parents or any fan associated with the team. Agencies are responsible for encouraging appropriate behavior from anyone associated with their team. Thank you!**

Ineligible Player Rule

If a team is found playing with an ineligible player, that team will be forced to default all games in which that player has played.
**Players must play in at least one round robin game to be eligible to play in a playoffs.**
 
Default Rule

If a team defaults a game, the opposing team will be awarded a win with 5-0 score.  (Plus/minus).  Teams that are late for games will be given a 10 minute grace period with the clock running.

Birth Certificates

Eligible age is 12-17 as of Jan 1st, 2012.  No player will be allowed to play until proof of age is shown.  There will be no exceptions. Photocopies of certificates/Medicare Cards/picture ID must be passed in one week prior (March 2nd, 2012) with registration information.    

Equipment

Full cage helmets must be worn at all times with chin straps (mandatory), Gloves are mandatory.  Goalies must wear full gear.

Note:  Only sticks with plastic blades or fiberglass strip on the bottom of the blades or graphite blades will be permitted.  No wooden sticks can touch the floor!  Blades can be covered with a sock as long as there are no holes in the sock.  Goalies can use wooden sticks with white tape.  Illegal sticks will result in a penalty.  Tape on the bottom of the blades is not permitted, except on the goalie’s stick.  All sticks will be checked by referees prior to each game.

Uniforms

Teams must wear identical uniforms, if possible.  **If a situation occurs where two teams playing each other have the same color uniforms, a coin toss will decide who will wear their uniform and which team will wear pinnies over the uniform top**

Time Outs

Each team is allowed 1 time out per period.

Mercy Rule

If a team is losing a game by 10 goals or more, the clock will run straight time in the last 2 minutes.  

Period Time

Games are 2 x 20 minute period’s straight time (last 2 minutes stop time)
Finals – Last 5 minutes stop time

Ranking Criteria

1. Winner between teams tied
2. Points (Wins = 2 points, Ties = 1 point to each team)
3. Plus/Minus (maximum 5 per game)
4. Goals For
5. Goals Against

Quarter Finals/Semi Finals/Finals = if tied after regulation time a 5 minute overtime will be played, if tied after that, a 5 player shoot out will take place until a winner is decided.

Awards will be given out for sportsmanship, all-stars and most valuable players.
