Thank you for caring about our Weimaraners in need and welcome to our foster care family. Being a foster home means giving love, encouragement and unqualified acceptance. Because of your caring, this dog will now be placed in a loving, responsible home that it deserved from the start. The Weimaraner that you are fostering has been checked by our vets (or has been surrendered with prior medical records) and has received the following care:

Although we have done our best to evaluate this dog, we cannot guarantee it’s safety or disposition.  Please be cautious as you evaluate the dog’s personality & disposition around family members (especially children) & other pets.  Remember that Weims are hunting dogs with a strong prey drive; so don’t forget to keep them away from pet birds, rabbits, hamsters, etc.  We will not be responsible for any damage to your home or other pets that may be caused by this foster Weim.  If there is any type of incident, please notify NYSWR immediately.

By providing your home as a foster home, you are able to evaluate the dog’s personality and disposition around family members and other pets. This will help determine what type of home is needed. Your decision to foster this loving Weimaraner means you have an even greater commitment to this rescue by housing him/her.  _______________________ (Weim name) deserves a caring individual such as yourself to make up for the misfortune s/he has suffered from other humans who did not care as much. At any point during the fostering period, if you have decided you would like to adopt _______________________ (Weim name), we will provide adoption papers, and you will be required to pay the adoption fee upon completion of the adoption process.
As a foster parent, everyday expenses are the responsibility of the foster home. Toys, food, beds, crates, grooming, etc are considered everyday expenses. Veterinary visits will be taken care of by rescue, but must be approved in advance. NO PERMISSION IS NEEDED IN AN EMERGENCY! PROCEED TO YOUR VETERINARIAN IMMEDIATELY.  

 Rules for Fostering:
1. The Weim you are fostering should NEVER be allowed off leash unless he is in a safely fenced area.

2. Keep his/her collar with rabies tag on him/her at all times.

3. We generally arrange for vet care in your area, IF your vet does not provide health care at discount rates for non-profit organizations.  You will need to operate with the NYSWR approved vet or provide the vet care at your own cost.  If there is not a WRS approved vet in your area and your vet is unwilling to provide a discount, we will deal with these situations on a case-by-case basis.

4. The Weim you are fostering should be never be transported in the open bed of a pick up truck.

5. Please feed the Weim wholesome foods.  When ever possible you may supplement his/her kibble diet with raw veggies and fruits, as snacks or with their regular meal.  No onions, raisins or chocolate.

6. The Weim will be feed on a two-meal daily plan to lessen the risk of bloat.  Morning and night is a good schedule.

7. We suggest that you crate the Weim when left alone to help insure the safety of your home and the Weimaraner.

8. Should the Weim you are fostering become ill, PLEASE NOTIFY RESCUE IMMEDIATELY!! In case of an extreme emergency such as an accident or bloat, take the dog to the nearest available veterinarian immediately, AND NOTIFY RESCUE IMMEDIATELY!! (See phone numbers below)

9. If there is any change in the Weim, such as weight loss, temperament, hair loss, excessive barking/howling, panting, or pacing please contact one of the officers listed below so that we may make note of the change and assist you, if needed in determining the cause and correction of the issue.

10. DO NOT ALLOW ANYONE TO TAKE THE DOG FROM ITS FOSTER HOME! The potential adopters are welcome to come visit (once arrangements have been made with you through the Adoption Coordinator) but they are instructed to call an Adoption Coordinator for the adoption and release process.  The Weim is not to spend the night with anyone unless the Adoption Coordinator has made previous arrangements. (If you decide you want to adopt The Weim, please contact the Adoption Coordinator IMMEDIATELY and fill out an Adoption Application). 

11. Any special instructions from the vet or medications will be provided, on paper for your reference.

12. Once your foster Weim is adopted, please try to deliver a freshly groomed dog.  This is not mandatory but helps the Weim get ready for the change and presents the adopting family with an example of how the Weim should be maintained.  This includes:  bathing, ears cleaned, nails trimmed and brushed.  You will want to include his/her favorite toy to help make the transition smoother as well as four (4) meals worth of their food and any medications they are still taking or have taken.  His/Her collar and leash should be included when they leave. The rescue officer is responsible for collecting his/her medical records for their new parents, but you may do this also if it is convenient.  Note:  NYSWR may be able to provide a collar upon delivering the Weim to your house.  Please ask, as we have some donors who help provide these specifically.)
13. It is expressly understood that the Weimaraner will remain under the direction of the NYSWR at all times.
I agree to indemnify and hold harmless NYSWR, its officers, directors, employees, volunteers, agents and representatives, for all manner of actions and causes of actions, suits, debts, dues, accounts, bonds, covenants, contracts, agreements, judgments, claims and demands whatsoever arising out of my possession and placement of this dog. Unconfirmed and unverified information has been voluntarily provided to NYSWR, but no investigation has been undertaken with regard to the history or physical condition of the dog and NYSWR makes neither warranty nor guaranty, expressed or implied, with regard to the physical condition of the dog, its background, suitability or compatibility. I also agree to surrender the dog to NEW YORK STATE WEIMARANER RESCUE at any time if requested, and I agree to release the dog to NYSWR only.
