Status of SFDC Projects and Issues:


Hampton Inn and Suites – The expansion of the hotel is complete and the suites are now open!  

Heritage Chevrolet – the dealership has been sold to Alexandria GMC and Jeep and Chrysler rights have been moved to Ourisman Dodge.  
Potential Bank at Huntwood Plaza – The owners of the property are requesting a special exception for a drive-thru bank.

SpringHill Suites and Holiday Inn Express – Construction of the two hotels continues south of the Virginia Lodge and north of the Ourisman Ford.  

Kings Crossing – The project will not be completed as proposed by JPI.  JBG Rosenfeld will move forward with a façade improvement to the existing Chuck E. Cheese property and is working on new leases for the building as part of phase one of a three phased transition of the property.  

Walgreen’s (Beacon Hill) – Construction is underway for the Walgreens where the former Wachovia and the O’s Restaurant was located.  
Former Groveton School Site – The owners of the former Groveton School site are proposing a new development that would include an office building of 53,000 square feet with retail on the first floor, and an apartment building that would face Richmond Highway, Memorial Street, and Donora Street with first floor retail facing Richmond Highway.  Plans are being discussed, but have not yet been filed.  

AutoZone – The property owner of the vacant land next to the Green Olive has shared with us that he has signed a ground lease with AutoZone which will build a new building.  

Walgreen’s (Hybla Valley)– Construction continues on the new 14,000 square foot Walgreen’s pharmacy.
Multiplex – The property owners have received several unsolicited proposals and have drafted a formal Request for Proposals (RFP).  At this time the ownership has not identified a development partner nor have they sold the property.  

Woodlawn Plantation Hampton Inn – Construction continues on the new Hampton Inn and Suites in the 8800 block of Richmond Highway.  
8850 Richmond Highway – the property owners of this office building have filed plans to build a new hotel on the site.  
SFDC Wayfinding –A public meeting was held on September 19, 2007, where the community provided input into the sign design – and the consensus was Design Option D.  The SFDC continues to work with VDOT to conduct a sign inventory and continues to discuss design improvements and site locations for the signs.
