Status of SFDC Projects and Issues – May 2009


 Huntington Metro Project - Stout and Teague’s approved project contains 650 residential units (48 townhomes completed in 2007, 420 mid-rise apartments now under construction for delivery in 2010, and 180 high-rise apartments for future development).  The project also includes 225,000 square feet of office and 20,000 square feet of retail for future development and 12 acres of land to be dedicated as Public Park.  

 Updated information: Construction is under way with the first 250 apartment units with an estimated delivery date of early 2010. Expected to begin the next 250 units within the month.  They are actively recruiting retail tenants for the retail component of the project. 

SpringHill Suites – On Friday, September 12, 2008, a three alarm fire occurred at the construction site burning the building to the ground.  The owners are in the final stages of site redevelopment, have secured financing and insurance reimbursement and plan to break ground in early spring 2009.

 Former Kings Crossing – JBG Rosenfeld has requested a Special Exemption Permit to move the Chucky Cheese to the end of the center. They are waiting to hear from Zoning if a SEP will be required. JBG is in the process of finalizing the contract for modified Wal-Mart to put a store in the existing structure.  The Wal-Mart is proposed to occupy 80,000 SF of the building, with a 40,000 SF grocery component.  

 Fairview Motel Site – The developer for this project is still considering its options before moving forward with submitting plans for the hotel.  

 Former Groveton School Site – The Board of Supervisors approved a Proffered Condition Amendment PCA 2004-LE-012 and a combined conceptual/final development plan amendment during their March, 30, 2009 board meeting.

The mixed-use project will contain 51,000 sq. feet office use, 289,000 sq. feet of multi-family residential units and at least 20,000 sq. feet of retail space. The residential and office have now been proposed as two separate buildings (both with ground floor retail) on the site instead of the one mixed-use building approved with the original zoning. 

 AutoZone – AutoZone's original submission was sent back for comments noted by county staff.  Their request to waive the trail and frontage requirements along Richmond Highway was denied. Staff also denied their request to waive the underground storm drainage detention. There were a few minor technical problems.  The second submission was denied and will be resubmitted shortly.

K&M Shopping Center – Construction complete for the approximately 7,000 square foot shopping center on Fordson Road.  The owners have signed a telecommunications business for the center and are seeking a bagel shop to occupy the remaining space.  

Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center – The owners of the Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center are considering some improvements to the building and to the shopping center sign.  

 Updated information: The owners are planning a façade improvement and working on signage beginning summer of 2009.

Gum Springs Shopping Center – The new owners of the Gum Springs Shopping Center have been approved for a grant of up to $25,000 for improvements to the center.  They have started work on the structure, and the SFDC will work with the property owner to discuss with tenants the construction and plans for consistent building signs.  Staff is drafting a letter to property owners letting them know that the grant money has expired. 

Mount Vernon Plaza – Tenant build-out almost completed.
Former church at Sherwood Hall Lane and Richmond Highway - The SFDC is working with the Mount Vernon Planning Commissioner and the Gum Springs neighborhood to draft Comprehensive Plan language to replace inactive language currently hindering development on the site.

 Multiplex – Due to market conditions and organizational restructuring, owners of the Multiplex site have put a hold on all development for the site.  

Barnes Furniture Building - This 25,000 square foot retail space is currently being advertised for leasing.

Former Casa Furniture – Now home to a Joe Shifflett Heating and Air Conditioning, the property owners, Amon Investment have received approval from the SFDC Design Review Committee and will be improving the existing façade soon.  

Engelside Car Care - The site sold in March 2009 for $1.3 million. The site has been approved for demolition.
 Sacramento Center – McCaffrey Interests, owners of the Sacramento Center, have submitted designs to the Design Review Committee for the Richmond Highway Façade Improvement Program and have received comment.  The plans include structural and lighting improvements to the shopping center, following the repair of fire damage on the east end of the building.

 Woodlawn Plantation Hampton Inn – Construction continues on the new Hampton Inn and Suites in the 8800 block of Richmond Highway.  A fall 2009 opening is expected.
Comfort Inn – A new 60-room hotel has been approved on the site of the $29.99 Shoe Store at 8847 Richmond Highway.  This is a by-right development.  

 IMP Building – JK Investments have filed a special exception to build two new hotel properties on the existing site. The owners recently met with the Historic District Architectural Review Board. They received positive comments and feedback on the design.  
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
