Secretary’s Report: Read and accepted on a motion by Jerry, and seconded by Jay. Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report: Read. Tom Reed has not cashed his check yet. Jeremy Brown’s check from EMT class came back with non-sufficient funds. After some discussion, Michael Wright advised he would follow-up with this. Discussed payment options, and decided to keep it at current practice with payment by the second class. Report accepted on a motion by Jerry, and seconded by Jay. Motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS

Communications Progress: Dispatch has had grant approved with some elements being removed (including back-up dispatching and Burke Mountain). Have been granted permission to start purchasing, and everything needs to be installed by June 30th. Dispatch is also independently going to be pursuing Burke Mountain repeater, but no timetable has been set for it to go into operation. Discussed NVRH, and it was discussed that they obtained new equipment, and should be ready for the switch. Mentioned that perhaps we can all switch at the same time.

MCI Plan Update: Jessica Stolz will be in at the May meeting to discuss more of the TTX exercise. Will also firm up the Communications portion of the plan.

Air Q Blocker LMA Project: No progress is reported.

Act 142 & New Rules: Has been implemented effective March 1st. Squads should pay attention to the new equipment list needed for transporting agencies and first response squads.

Upcoming District Training: May 18th, and St Johnsbury Fire will be presenting. No topic has been set. Will be posted on new website.

Website: Discussed the website, and it looks good. In process of adding new things. If any department wants their link added, contact Kevin Fontecha or Michael. Also, setting up training trackers and upcoming trainings.
By-Laws/Protocols/Policies Committee: Mark spoke briefly about Michael’s concerns. They had a meetings, and sorted it all out, and determined it more or less came from a misunderstanding. Tim Angell presented the proposed by-laws. He looked at our current by-laws and several other district’s by-laws, and spoke about the proposed changes that the committee had. Discussed auditing and also firming up the training coordinator language. The proposal will be posted on the website, and after 2 weeks of comments, the committee will meet again.

Waterford Trailer: It was discovered that the registration was not done correctly (was a green plate, and needs to be a red Vol or Mun plate). In process of being rectified.

NEW BUSINESS

Leadership Call: Did not happen this month, but there were letters distributed to agencies in regards to vests and other items.

Credentialing: Discussed this at length and all of the aspects. Reviewed Rescue, Inc’s, and determined that did not seem to be the right fit for some of the squads in our district. Deferred to the Policy Committee to come up with a recommendation. Also, we will be meeting an hour earlier to discuss this at the May meeting.
SIREN: There will be an Admin training coming up soon, and will be held at NVRH. Class size is 25, and it appears that SIREN will be more for transporting agencies.

ZOLL AED Re-Programming: All the green Kermits need to be re-programmed to reflect the new AHA guidelines. More details to come.

EMT-B Class: Will be held starting May 2nd in Brighton.

PEARS Course:  Pediatric Emergency Assessment Recognition & Stabilization System. It is similar to a PALS course for BLS providers. It is an 8 hour class, and you receive a card afterwards. Discussed course costs, and decided $50 for in-district and $75 for out-of-district. Motion was made for the district to pay 50% of the in-district student’s cost, so that the out-of-pocket costs would be $25 for in-district and $75 for out-of-district. Motion was made by Tim and seconded by Natalie. Motion passed with no opposition.
