Status of SFDC Projects and Issues – June 2010

Former Kings Crossing – JBG Rosenfeld Retail (JBGR) has announced Wal-mart will be the anchor of their Alexandria shopping center, Kings Crossing, at Richmond Highway and Shields Avenue. The Wal-mart will be approximately 80,000 square feet. Joining them will be a 15,000 square foot Chuck E Cheese, and another 10,000 square foot junior anchor. A special exception for the Chuck E Cheese was approved by the Board of Supervisors on June 15, 2010.
Wal-mart will be opening a new “Urban Prototype Store” featuring a significantly smaller footprint than many of their exurban stores. This new prototype includes their neighborhood grocery concept and has a reduced department store format. The store will also incorporate many sustainable building practices including a white reflective roof and state of the art energy efficiencies.  

The project will be completed in three phases. Phase I is slated to be completed in October 2010. Phase II will have up to an additional 20,000 square feet of small store retail in pad buildings to be constructed. The application for Phase II will be submitted within the next month.  JBG is in the final engineering process and has recent significant leasing interest, requiring them to make some modification to their plans to accommodate the prospective tenants. Upon completion of both phases, the total gross leasable area of the shopping center will be approximately 126,000 square feet.  There is also a planned Phase III of this project which will include a mixed use component of additional shops as well as a new multi-family building.  The APR task force approved a change in the comp plan language concurrent with recommendations made by JBG to support a mixed use zone on the Phase III parcels.  They hope to move forward with a rezoning application by the end of 2010 once the site plan is finalized.
The Courts at Huntington Station/Huntington Crossing - Stout and Teague’s approved project contains 650 residential units (48 townhomes completed in 2007, 420 mid-rise apartments now under construction for delivery in 2010, and 180 high-rise apartments for future development).  Construction is ongoing and the opening of the first apartment units was May 14, 2010.  The Courts at Huntington Station had a grand opening ceremony to showcase their apartments to the public on June 12, 2010.  The project also includes 220,000 square feet of office and 30,000 square feet of retail for future development, and 12 acres of land to be dedicated as a public park. Proposed delivery for the fully-leased, Class-A office building is Fall 2010. 

IMP Building – JK Investments has signed a franchise agreement with IHG, for a Staybridge, Extended Stay Hotel on their property located at 8850 Richmond Highway. The Board of County Supervisors approved a request from JK Investments for a Special Exception permit to build to hotels on the current site.  They have hired a new architect to help with the new design and placement of the hotels.

Penn Daw – Supervisor McKay has agreed to assemble a Lee District Task Force to consider the best use for the Pen Daw Shopping Center Plaza.
The Heights at Groveton -   The mixed-use project will contain 290 unit market rate mixed-use apartments and 10,000 square feet of retail space. Construction is expected to start 3rd Quarter, 2010. 

Huntington Reserve – KB Homes restarted construction of 85 new townhouses near the Huntington Metro.  The Huntington Reserve is located at Huntington Avenue and Foley Street.  The expected construction completion is June/July 2010.
Multiplex Site – Costco is in their second round of presentations to community organizations regarding their interest in the Multiplex site at 7940 Richmond Highway.  Costco representatives are addressing feedback that has been incorporated into their updated site plan.  They plan to submit a Special Exception Permit for the site.
BB&T – The existing South Gate branch at 6618 Richmond Highway next to the Beacon Mall will be demolished and a new building will be constructed.  A Special Exception Permit was approved to allow a two-lane financial institution to be constructed on the 42,500 square foot location.  Temporary trailers will be assembled to continuing serving BB&T customers.  The timetable for demolition, construction and completion is in discussion.
Mount Vernon Plaza – The office building at 7686 Richmond Highway in the Mount Vernon Plaza shopping center is undergoing a $1 million dollar renovation.  A spec suite is being built this month, and the common area improvements are scheduled to begin soon.  Approximately 20,000 square feet is available.  The anticipated completion will be late July 2010.
Holiday Inn Express Hotel and Suites – The Holiday Inn Express Hotel and Suites Alexandria/Fort Belvoir at 6055 Richmond Highway is now open!  The hotel features 86 guest rooms and suites.  The new hotel is designed for travelers in mind with refrigerators, microwaves, coffee makers and LCD flat screen televisions.  The rooms also have a spacious work desk and complimentary wired and wireless internet access.

SpringHill Suites by Marriott – The SpringHill Suites by Marriott at 6065 Richmond Highway is now open!  The business center, print station, and wired/wireless internet access complement the spacious studio suite room layout.  The hotel has 91 rooms and 2,000 square feet of conference space.
AutoZone – A site plan for an addition to the AutoZone at 7415 Richmond Highway has been submitted.  The site sits on 2.06 acres and is zoned C-8. 
Mount Vernon Mental Health Center – The $12.7 million addition and renovation for the Mount Vernon Mental Health Center, located at 8119 Holland Road, is expected to be completed in summer 2010.
New Horizons Treatment Center – The New Horizons Treatment Center, currently under construction at the corner of Richmond Highway and Gregory Drive, will have substantial construction completed by the end of May 2010.  Furnishings and finishing touches on the interior of the building will be completed during the month of June.  The Treatment Center is expected to be fully operational in mid July 2010. The Center is a County Bond funded project for Mental Health and Substance Abuse programs for adult citizens of Fairfax County. The new facility will be one story and wheel chair accessible. The County is combining and replacing two different leased locations into the new location on Richmond Highway.
Fairfield Inn & Suites – There is a site plan under review for a three story hotel on the site of the current Fairview Hotel property at 6421 Richmond Highway.  The hotel will have 108 rooms and will be 47,800 square feet.  The property was sold to the Hersha Group, a Pennsylvania hotel developer.
Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center – The owners of the Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center are considering some improvements to the building and to the shopping center sign.  A design concept with new pylon signage was presented to the SFDC Design Committee for review during the November meeting.
Comfort Inn – A new 60-room hotel has been approved on the site of the $29.99 Shoe Store at 8847 Richmond Highway.  The developers are going through the site bonding and building permit review processes. Construction is expected to begin in Spring 2010.  
Fort Belvoir Community Hospital – The new Fort Belvoir Community Hospital, on Richmond Highway, is a $747 million project with 1.2 million square feet in six stories. The hospital will have 120 in-patient beds and employ 3,100 staff. The hospital will also have 2,600 parking spaces and 500,000 visitor trips are expected annually.  The Warriors in Transition Unit will be built south of the new hospital.

Richmond Highway Widening – Congressman Jim Moran secured $150 million for projects to be funded in the Fort Belvoir area.  The projects include $130 million for widening Richmond Highway from the Fairfax County Parkway north to Buckman Road; $15 million for a flyover at Newington off I-395 into the National Geospatial Agency; and $5 million for a comprehensive transit study.  The Defense Subcommittee staff is working to put language in the upcoming Supplemental bill to send the money to the USDOT.  Technical hurdles remain, but the DoD understands congressional intent and is assisting.
