Halton Hills, Ontario to host largest dog agility national event ever

Over 550 dogs from across North America to compete in Canadian championship

[Halton Hills, ON: July 20, 2007]  Some of the nation’s fastest and most highly trained dogs will compete in the 2007 Agility Association of Canada (AAC) National Championship, from Thursday, August 16 to Sunday, August 19.  

Over 550 competitors from across Canada and the US will take part in this prestigious and exciting event.  This year it is being held at Halton Place Equestrian Centre.  Dogs may also compete in a Canadian Disc Dog Trial on Saturday morning.

In agility, competitors with the highest point totals over the four-day event will be crowned as national champions.  Points are awarded across 12 different divisions for speed, accuracy and overall skill.  Spectators are welcome to come and watch the fun as dogs race through tunnels, slam down on teeters and fly over the jumps. 
“The event will be the largest agility competition ever held in Canada”, says Theresa Rector, one of the chairs of the organizing committee and a member of the Canadian national agility team.  “Some of the best canine athletes and their handlers from across North America will be here.  Agility is a fast-paced sport, open to dogs of all ages and breeds.  It’s a great event and competitors and spectators always have tons of fun.”

Agility is like show jumping except with dogs instead of horses.  Handlers must guide their dogs through the course in the fastest possible time while a judge makes sure they complete each obstacle correctly.  

Admission is $4 per person with $1 going to the Farley Foundation, a non-profit organization that helps sick and injured pets that belong to low-income seniors and people with disabilities.
