MISS UNIVERSE® NEW ZEALAND REGIONAL COMPETITION LICENCE AGREEMENT dated 20th February 2011

1. VAL LOTT PROMOTIONS LIMITED at Auckland ("the Promoter")

BACKGROUND:
A. 
The Promoter is the exclusive New Zealand licensee for the international, Miss Universe competition under a licence (“the New Zealand Licence”) granted by the Miss Universe Organisation.
B. 
The Promoter has the right to authorise licensees to run subsidiary competitions from which successful competitors will be eligible to be selected for the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition the winner of which will attend the International Miss Universe Competition as a competitor and New Zealand representative.

C. 
The Licensee wishes to be authorised as such a licensee pursuant to the terms of this licence agreement.

D. 
Definitions and guides to interpretation are set out in Schedule 1.

E. 
Important information and details concerning the licence are set out in Schedule 2 including a checklist. 

 AGREEMENT:

1. Licence

1.1 In consideration of the payment of the Licence Fee, the Promoter has granted to the Licensee the exclusive right to conduct a Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition in the Region agreed upon in writing between the Promoter and the Licensee which is:

          Miss 
1.2 The Licence is granted only on the terms and conditions contained in this agreement which override and replace all previous representations and warranties, discussions and communications, whether oral or written.  This agreement can only be amended by a written document signed by both parties.

1.3 The licence is only for the Term and for the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition. If the Licensee wishes the Promoter to consider a renewal of the licence, the Licensee must advise the Promoter at least 3 months prior to the expiry date of the current licence and the Promoter will then consider it.

1.4 The personal qualities of the Licensee are significant in granting the licence.  It cannot be transferred, assigned or performed on behalf of anyone else without the prior written approval of the Promoter. 
1.5 The Licensee recognises that competitors in the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition may be obtained by the Promoter from other competitions, sponsors or other sources, at its sole discretion.
2.  The Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition

2.1 The Licensee agrees to organise the Regional Competition on or before 24th March 2009. 
2.2 The organisation and arrangements for the Regional Competition must be communicated promptly to the Promoter which retains the right to make suggestions and to withhold approval if they do not meet the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition Standards previously communicated by the Promoter to the Licensee.
2.3 The Licensee must allow the Promoter to nominate a participating judge for the final of Provincial Contest.
2.4 The Regional Competition is licensed only for the Region. 

2.5 The Licensee must cooperate with the Promoter and its sponsors and not enter into any sponsorship arrangements which in any way inhibit or are in conflict with those sponsors.  The Promoter and the Licensee agreed to keep each other informed of all sponsorship opportunities in order to avoid conflicts.
3. The Licence Fee $3,000.00 plus G.S.T.
3.1 The Licence Fee must be paid by 20th March 2009 and allows for the entry of one contestant from the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition into the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition.  If additional contestants are put forward then an additional Licence Fee must be paid.

4. Entrants to the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition

4.1 The Licensee must comply with all the requirements of the Promoter (which in turn has obligations under the New Zealand Licence to the international promoters of the International Miss Universe Competition).

4.2 Those requirements will be clearly communicated to the Licensee and strict compliance with them is a material term of this licence.
4.3 In particular, the Licensee recognises its obligation to the Promoter to encourage the highest standard of female entrant possible in the Region irrespective of colour, race, creed, religion or ethnic origin and otherwise acceptable to the Promoter in its sole and unfettered discretion.
4.4 The Licensee will cooperate fully with the Promoter personally to recruit and to attract qualified contestants.

4.5 The Regional Winner must sign and complete the required entry form provided by the Promoter.  One copy must be given to the Promoter along with photographs.
5. Requirements Relating to Regional Winner
5.1 The Licensee undertakes to the Promoter that the licensee will at all times use its best endeavours to inform the Contestant and her parents (or guardians, caregivers or other responsible persons) of the full nature and responsibilities of the entry to the Miss Universe New Zealand National Competition.
6. Regional Competition judging and winner's requirements

6.1 The Licensee must comply with the Promoter's requirements for judging the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition.
6.2 Immediately following the selection of the winner of the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition the Licensee must obtain the signature of the additional winner's forms which include the entrant’s declaration, the consent of the contestant’s parents, guardians, caregivers or other responsible persons and the Licensee's declaration all of which confirm that the winner is an acceptable and proper person to participate in the selection process for entry into the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition.

6.3 The Promoter has the right and its complete discretion to reject (without giving any reason) any application to enter the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition.
7. Licensee's obligations to the winner

7.1 The Licensee must provide the winner of the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition with the following at the Licensee's own expense:

(a) Prizes in the value of $500 cash or products unless otherwise agreed in writing between the Promoter and the Licensee;

(b) Return travel of an acceptable standard to the Promoter to and from the winner's normal place of residence and the place for holding the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition.  However, the venue for the competition might change at short notice and therefore the Licensee undertakes to arrange transportation to and from the event even if its location alters;

(c) Adequate casual, street and evening wear for the period of the contest.
7.2 The Licensee must also generally advice and keep the winner informed prior to departure for the Current Miss New Zealand Competition of all details of the competition as they become available from the Promoter.

8. Acceptance of the Winner; Miss Universe New Zealand Contest

8.1 Subject to clause 6.4 and the completion of all documentary and other requirements, the Promoter will:

(a) accept  the winner of the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition as a contestant in the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition;

(b) provide her with suitable hotel accommodation and meals during the period of the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition;

(c) Use reasonable endeavours to control and supervisory activities during the period of the contest;

(d) Use reasonable endeavours to guide and assist during the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition so far as possible on an equal basis with all other contestants.

8.2 The winner must comply with the rules and regulations (including codes of conduct) required by the Promoter.

8.3 Notwithstanding the above the Promoter is not liable to the Licensee, the contestant, the parents (or guardians,  caregivers or other responsible persons):
(a) for any act or omission on the part of the winner;

(b) Any mental or physical injury, disability or loss of property suffered or incurred by the winner as a result of her participation in the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition and may require additional indemnities, waivers or releases to that effect.

9. Non-competition

9.1 In consideration of the grant of the licence, the Licensee agrees that during the Term without the prior written consent of the Promoter the Licensee will not represent or claim to represent the Promoter or contract on its behalf or make representations in its name.

10. Termination

10.1 This agreement will be automatically renewed once the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition is concluded; however, if the Licensee wishes to withdraw as the Regional Licence Holder you must give notice required by clause 1.3.

10.2 This agreement may be terminated earlier by the Promoter if 30 days written notice of a breach of this agreement has been given to the Licensee and the breach (if capable of remedy) has not been remedied, with that period of time.

10.3 This agreement may be terminated immediately on written notice by the Promoter if any material term of this licence has been breached by the Licensee and if in the sole judgement of the Promoter the Licensee has done or omitted to do something which has or is likely to bring the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition into disrepute.
10.4 This agreement may be terminated immediately on written notice if the New Zealand Licence is terminated.

10.5 The Licensee bears all the risks of termination and the continuing costs and commitments.

	Contestant
	Means a qualified entrant into the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition.

	Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition
	Means the New Zealand National Pageant for Miss Universe authorised by the Miss Universe Organisation and run by the Promoter.

	International Miss Universe Competition
	Means the International Miss Universe Competition owned and operated by the Miss Universe Organisation

	Licence Fee
	Means $3,000.00 plus GST.

	Miss Universe Organisation
	Means the owners and operators for the time being of the “Miss Universe ®” international beauty pageant.

	Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition
	Means the targeted beauty competition licensed by this agreement designed to select a winner who goes into the pool of entrants for the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition.

	Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition Standards
	Means the Miss Universe Standards required to be observed by the Promoter under the New Zealand Licence.

	New Zealand Licence
	Means the exclusive licence given to the Promoter to hold national Miss Universe pageants in New Zealand.

	Promoter
	Means Val Lott Promotions Limited.

	Region
	Refer to clause 1.1. 

	Regional Winner
	Means the winner of the Miss Universe New Zealand Regional Competition.

	Term
	Means the period of time until the conclusion of the Current Miss Universe New Zealand Competition or its cancellation, whichever occurs first.
