Status of SFDC Projects and Issues:


Hampton Inn and Suites – The expansion of the hotel is nearing completion.  

Potential Bank at Huntwood Plaza – Mount Vernon Planning Commissioner, Earl Flanagan, deferred the special exception for the drive-thru bank being proposed at Huntwood Plaza.  

SpringHill Suites and Holiday Inn Express – The two hotels continue construction south of the Virginia Lodge and north of the Ourisman Ford.  

Famous Dave’s Restaurant – A grand opening was held on Monday, February 11, 2008.  
Walgreen’s (Beacon Hill) – Site work has begun for the Walgreens where the former Wachovia and the O’s Restaurant was located.  
Exxon at Lockheed Boulevard – The owners have filed plans to expand the existing gas station to include an On the Run convenience store.  A special exception has been approved by the Planning Commission.  The project is now in site plan review.  
K&M Shopping Center – behind the Hess Gas Station in Hybla Valley construction has started on a just over 6,00 square foot shopping center.  Please contact SFDC for leasing details.  

Dunkin Donuts – Has opened at 7611 Richmond Highway (near Fast Signs).  

Walgreen’s (Hybla Valley)– Construction is underway on the new 14,000 square foot Walgreen’s pharmacy.
Multiplex – The property owners have received several proposals and are drafting a formal Request for Proposals (RFP).  They have not identified a user nor have they sold the property.  

Master Roofing – Has received approval to build a 4,320 square feet addition to their office.  Master Roofing is located near the back of Smitty’s.  

Greenhill Shopping Center – the property owner of the vacant parcel on the corner of Engleside Street and Richmond Highway has filed a site plan for a small shopping center of approximately 4,325 square feet.  

Dak’s – The owners of Daks restaurant have received a rezoning for building a new “green” building which will be located at the corner of Woodlawn Court and Richmond Highway.    The site plan will be submitted shortly for the County for review.  
Woodlawn Plantation Hampton Inn – The site plan for the new hotel has been completed and construction should begin shortly.   

IMP Building – the owners of the IMP building have filed a site plan to place a hotel on the property.  At this time a brand has not been identified.  

SFDC Wayfinding –A public meeting was held on September 19, 2007, where the community provided input into the sign design – and the consensus was Design Option D.  The SFDC continues to work with VDOT to conduct a sign inventory and continues to discuss design improvements and site locations for the signs.
