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What is ComedySportz?


ComedySportz started right here in Milwaukee, and is an all ages, fast paced Comedy show that has been performing since 1984!  It’s Improv—meaning every show is different, and we make everything up on the spot based on audience suggestions.


What is the High School League?


The ComedySportz High School League started in 1986, and is the largest and most successful improv training program for high school students in the country.


In our high school league, students will learn the basics of improvised comedy and stage work from our seasoned professional “Actlete” instructors. (Many of whom began in the High School Leagues!)


The League will begin workshops in Mid October, and runs until late May/Early June. (not including holidays). 


The first semester, (October through December) workshops are every Saturday from 11am-2pm, and will teach the student comprehensive skills in teamwork, trust, quick thought, public speaking, vocal exercises, and on stage presence.  Each workshop will impart skills useful on the ComedySportz stage as well as day to day life!


After the workshop phase is over, in the second semester, teams get a chance to showcase their new improvisational skills on the ComedySportz stage in weekly shows!  As the school year winds down, in mid-spring, the teams will compete in a playoff tournament that gets everyone playing!
