Daycare and School-Age Program

Daycare (ages 0 - 4 years):  On-site daycare will be provided and staffed by daycare professionals with additional assistance from volunteers.  We will provide snacks and drinks as well as toys and fun activities.  We ask that parents please pack a bag with your child’s lunch, bottles, diapers & wipes, etc.  If your child naps, please also bring whatever supplies and equipment they will need.  
Youth Activity (ages 5 - 16):  School-age children will attend a party at Monster Mini Golf!  It is an exciting indoor, monster-themed glow in the dark 18-hole miniature golf course that offers a host of fun activities.  At every turn, golfers experience the excitement and adventure of playing mini-golf among scary, but cool, monster decor.  The course is fun for all ages--challenging for older kids, but very playable for younger children.  
Bus transportation will be provided and a pizza lunch will be served.  We ask that if your child has food allergies or aversions to pizza that you please pack a brown bag lunch for your child.

Upon return from mini-golf, the children will have the opportunity to participate in an "Ask the Doctor" session. From the North: I-95 South towards Providence.  Take Exit 21 - Atwells Avenue.  At the light, turn left onto Atwells Avenue and the hotel is on the left.   

From the South:  I-95 North to Exit 21 - Broadway.  Follow to the second light and make a right.  The hotel is on the left.   

From Route 6 West: Take Route 6 to the Downtown Providence exit.  Follow the exit to the light and turn right.  At the second light, turn right onto Sabin Street.  Follow Sabin Street for 1,000 feet and bear right.  The hotel is on the right.   


Parking:  Parking has been discounted for Fall-Fest and the self-parking, day rate is $4. Regular hotel parking rates are $21 for self-parking and $25 for overnight valet parking (with in/out privileges).  

Overnight Accommodations:  Overnight stays at the hotel are available for those interested in making and paying for their own arrangements.  We have a very limited number of rooms blocked off at a group rate of $109 per night (single or double occupancy) plus tax.  These are available on a first come, first served basis.
