Status of SFDC Projects and Issues – December 2008
SpringHill Suites – On Friday, September 12, 2008, a three alarm fire occurred at the construction site burning the building to the ground.  The cause of the fire is still unknown but the owners are planning to rebuild pending inspection and insurance documentation.    

 

Former Kings Crossing – JBG Rosenfeld is negotiating with Wal-Mart to put a store in the existing structure.  The Chuck E Cheese will expand to fill the rest of the building and JBG plans to build several smaller outbuildings on the parking lot.
Fairview Motel Site – Plans are underway to redevelop the closed Fairview Motel for a hotel/motel with up to 120 rooms.  The SFDC has provided data and information for a national chain to include in the feasibility study for the site.  
 
Former Groveton School Site –The former Groveton School site is being developed by Redbrick they are proposing changes to the Heights at Groveton development plan that would include an office building of 53,000 square feet.  The remainder of the site is 29,000 square feet of retail on the first floor, with 300 units of apartments above.  A proffer condition amendment has been filed with Fairfax County and a Board of Supervisors date is scheduled for December.   

 

AutoZone – Company representatives continue pre-submission meetings with the County and plan to start construction next year.  
 

K&M Shopping Center – Construction is nearing completion for the approximately 7,000 square foot shopping center on Fordson Road.  The owners have signed a Greek restaurant and a telecommunications business for the center and are seeking a bagel shop to occupy the remaining space.  
Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center – The owners of the Mount Vernon Crossroads Shopping Center are considering some improvements to the building and to the shopping center sign.  
 
Gum Springs Shopping Center – the new owners of the Gum Springs Shopping Center have been approved for a grant of up to $25,000 for the improvements to the center.  They have started work on the structure, and the SFDC will work with the property owner to discuss with tenants the construction and plans for consistent building signs.  
Mount Vernon Plaza – Federal Realty has recently announced that Noodles and Co. will join the Mount Vernon Plaza Shopping Center, fill the space formerly occupied by Just Fresh Restaurant. 
Former church at Sherwood Hall Lane and Richmond Highway - The SFDC is working with the Mount Vernon Planning Commissioner and the Gum Springs neighborhood to draft Comprehensive Plan language to replace inactive language currently hindering development on the site.

Multiplex – Due to market conditions and organizational restructuring, owners of the Multiplex site have put a hold on all development for the site.  

 
Barnes Furniture Building - Goodwill Industries has temporarily located at the former Barnes Furniture while they contemplate the opportunities presented by leasing the site.  The truck, drop-box and banner will be replaced with a permanent donation center in the building if there is enough support for a physical facility.  

Former Casa Furniture – Now home to a Joe Shifflett Heating and Air Conditioning, the property owners, Amon Investment have completed a rendering that has been supported by the SFDC Design Review Committee.  The owners will be improving the existing façade soon.  

 
Engelside Car Care - Brokers for the site of the former Engleside Car Care plan to close a deal on the property in January of 2009, pending financing completion.   Potential owners are expected to renovate the existing structure, raze the dilapidated motel located in the rear of the property and repave the parking area
Woodlawn Plantation Hampton Inn – Construction continues on the new Hampton Inn and Suites in the 8800 block of Richmond Highway.  

 

Comfort Inn – A new, 60 room hotel is proposed on the site of the $29.99 Shoe Store at 8847 Richmond Highway.  This is a by-right development. 
IMP Building – the owners of the IMP Building have filed a special exception to build two new hotel properties on the existing site.  The owners recently met with the Historic District Architectural Review Board.  They received positive comments and feedback on the design.
