May 29, 2010 
 

ArtFest is a colorful celebration of the arts, which includes juried exhibitors from     

throughout, and beyond, the Southeast offering jewelry, glass, pottery, paintings 
and other decorative objects. This year ArtFest will be located INDOORS at the 
Renaissance Hotel & Spa at the Convention Center along with KidsFest and 

TeenFest. 

Jubilee CityFest is the annual family festival held in historic downtown 
Montgomery.  The City of Montgomery comes alive with two days of family fun, fine 

arts, eclectic crafts, exotic food and non-stop entertainment.  We invite you to be a 
part of Jubilee CityFest 2010!  

 ENTRY FEE & EQUIPMENT 

Jubilee CityFest (JCF) will furnish exhibitors a 10' x 10' space and if needed 
electrical power at an additional fee of $25.00 (not to exceed one (1) 110V outlet 
unless specified on application form.)  Electricity is very limited and granted 

requests based on application post marked date. 

$75 per 10' x 10' space in the ARTFEST Area.  ArtFest site managers will be 
available throughout the day to assist exhibitors.  No more than two artists may 

be in one booth space.  

SELECTION PROCEDURE 
ArtFest will select artists/crafters who best reflect the standards of quality and 

creativity in all media. The decision of the ArtFest Committee on all 
applications is final.   

APPLICATION PROCEDURE  

1. Deadline for exhibitor entries is April 19, 2010.  

2. Each application must be accompanied by three photographs, no bigger than 
4" x 6", clearly labeled with applicant's name and address. The ArtFest 
Committee will make decisions based on the work represented in 

photographs. Applicants are encouraged to submit photographs of optimum 
quality in order to give the Committee adequate evaluation of the creativity 

of your work. No applicant will be considered without submission of 
photographs. PAST PARTICIPATION DOES NOT GUARANTEE 
ACCEPTANCE. Do not send resumes, brochures or samples of work.  

3. No photographs will be returned to the Applicant.  
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4. Applicants will be notified by letter or e-mail (if provided) of our decision on 
or before May 1, 2010. Selected applicants will then be sent a festival/city 

map and a letter of information by the second week of May.  
5. The $75 entry fee and $25 electrical fee will be refunded to exhibitors who 

are not selected by the ArtFest Committee. (Remember, Jubilee CityFest is a 
rain or shine event and refunds cannot be given because of inclement 
weather.)  

6. No refunds given after acceptance. No exceptions. 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
Exhibitor registration and set-up will be  Saturday, May 29, 7AM. One (1) parking pass will also 
be issued per booth during registration. Parking is very limited. Exhibits must be set up no later 
than 9:15 a.m. with gates opening at 10:00 a.m. Saturday, May 29, 2010: 
 
HOURS:     Saturday      May 29    10:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. 
 
TEAR DOWN will be after the 5:00 p.m. when the patrons have vacated the premises and the 
ArtFest committee designates appropriate.

RULES OF PARTICIPATION  

1. The State/County requires a Transient Vendor License on all vendors that sell products, 
food or concessions at the event. If you have a current Transient Vendor License, you 
will be required to send a copy to the Jubilee CityFest office, Attn:  ArtFest Coordinator 
before May 1, 2010. If you need a license, please complete the attached application, 
send in a check payable to Judge of Probate, by May 15, 2010.  We will carry the 
application and fee over to the appropriate office to ensure the license is in place.  This 
license, however, is your responsibility.  You will not be able to open at Jubilee CityFest 
if a license is not in place.   

2. All works must have a significant amount of work original to the artist. Not 
acceptable are manufactured items or work produced by anyone other than the 
entrant. (A special area outside ArtFest has been created for these vendors. 
Contact JCF.) The ArtFest Committee reserves the right to decline any entry. The 
decision of the ArtFest Jury is final.  

3. All works displayed must be the same as those presented to the ArtFest 
Committee. All other works that do not reflect the quality of Jubilee 
CityFest/ArtFest will be removed or participants will be asked to leave the festival. 
No refunds.  

4. Jubilee CityFest cannot assume responsibility of theft or damage.  
5. Jubilee CityFest is a rain or shine event, refunds cannot be given. No refunds after 

acceptance.  No exceptions.  
6. Exhibits must be set up by Saturday 9:15 a.m., May 29, 2010 and not dismantled after 

show on Saturday, May 29, 2010 with the approval of the ArtFest Committee. 
7. Applicants who return forms without submitting photos will not be considered for 

selection.  
8. Jubilee CityFest is a not-for-profit corporation. Office is located at 416 N. McDonough
