Meeting called to order at 1836

Secretary’s Report:  Accepted as presented

Treasurer’s Report:  Accepted as presented.  Discussion regarding need to add a third officer for signature.  Motion made, seconded and passed to add Deb Bach as additional authorized signature for transactions.    Deb requested EMT instructor check be processed as soon as possible, list presented to Treasurer.

Communications:  Mark reported Fire Alarm continues to work with VCOMM regarding project.  Continues to be a work in progress

EMT-B Class:  Deb and Michael report class finished on December 7.  One student, missed one practical station and is arranging for retest, probably last of January.  Two students have reported successfully completing the written exam.  

MCI:  Mark indicated the northeast districts are behind in completion of policies and actual drills.  Jessica Stolz will be invited to our February to help us set up drill schedule.

“Mini” MCI opportunity was missed in the fall, will proceed with scheduling it in the spring.

MCI Trailers:  LEPC money has been received; equipment purchased and is now on each truck.

LMA:  Michael reports several attempts to contact Mike O’Keefe with no response from him or the State office.  Stan will see if he can speak to either Mike or Dan.  Tabled until next month.

Act 142:  Mark reported public comment (meeting and written) now complete, does not appear to be major changes, however final version not yet public.  Tentative date for release was 12/30.    Will continue discussion on changes needed within the District following final version.  
District Training:  Next training January 19 at 7pm.   Rotation indicates Waterford Fire and Rescue.  Decided to ‘bump’ Waterford to the next slot and Dr. Baker will do a run review in January.

Website:  Mike will follow up with Kevin regarding update.

Facebook Page:  Michael proposed the district set up a facebook page to be utilized for trainings and events from different services.  Some discussion regarding the limitation to some, however this would give another venue to get to many district providers.  Motion made and passed to set up a page IN ADDITION TO our other means of communication, i.e. webpage, radio announcements, etc.  Michael will set up the page ASAP.

Leadership Call:  Mark reported most discussion is centered on Act 142 and the changes it will create.   Topics including State wide licensing, individuals practicing about license level of service, training requirements, various committees and their roles were discussed.   Once again, decisions will hinge on final rules.

Policy and Procedure Committee:  Mark suggested a committee be formed to look at our current policy/procedures (which are either old or missing) and update to include needed changes when new rules are in place.  Discussion Tabled pending rules. 

QA/QI:  Tabled until Rules are published

Siren Project:  A new Siren User Group has been formed to help roll out the project.  They will meet on Thursday at 10 am in Brattleboro.  The State is looking to hold a training session in late February for end users, currently looking for a computer lab.   Board discussed whether it was necessary for NVRH to have a specific computer or if crews could do paperwork at base and fax to ED.  Deb voice concerns regarding space for another computer, although as it is web based one of the current computers could be utilized.    Further information will be needed in order to make a clear decision.

Dr. Baker asked status of COFLST project that was presented at the last District meeting.  Michael reported Pam Brink, NVRH Care Manager, will be working with inpatients, office practices, home health etc in an attempt to get this end of life documentation project rolled out to as many as possible.  He also indicated Kinney drug had donated 300 ‘vial of life’ containers and questioned if we should incorporate it into the distribution of those as well.  

Michael asked if we could work something out with housekeeping regarding mop water and or a key to get to it.  Deb will check with housekeeping manager.
